ECpE Student Advisory Committee to the Department Chair


I. Purpose

The Department of Electrical and Computer Engineering (ECpE) Student Advisory Committee (SAC) at Iowa State University is a group of electrical, computer, and software engineering students currently enrolled in an undergraduate EE, CprE, or SE program of study at Iowa State who are interested in the vitality of the ECpE department.  The committee acts as a consultant to the ECpE department chair to strengthen the department’s undergraduate academic and outreach programs; improve its facilities usage as it pertains to undergraduate teaching and research; and expand its available support to current students and future alumni.  SAC members actively participate in the continual assessment of the department's progress and the development of policies and activities as they pertain to the undergraduate experience in the department.  
SAC members actively assist in recruiting new members, as well.

The committee serves at the discretion of the ECpE department chair.  

II. Membership

The ECpE SAC is composed of a maximum of 8 members.  

Membership of the committee is expected to be representative of the diverse student population of the department, taking into account in-state vs. out-of-state status and major.

Attendance at monthly one-hour meetings with the ECpE department chair is expected.  At the discretion of the ECpE department chair, members not attending three meetings in a row may be asked to voluntarily relinquish their membership.  A two-thirds majority vote of those present shall constitute a quorum.

The members are appointed by the ECpE department chair through an application process.  Application forms are available in the ECpE Main Office.  Terms are for one academic year, with a maximum of three consecutive terms.  Membership applications must be submitted for each term.

The membership year begins on the first Tuesday of September and extends through the adjournment of the final meeting of the spring term.  Applications are due on the first day of the fall term in the ECpE Main Office for consideration of openings on the new membership year.  Applications received after the deadline will be considered as needed throughout the academic year.

Members must not be on any form of University warning or probation; must be willing to pledge support for the vitality of the ECpE department; must be a registered ISU student, majoring in EE, CprE, or SE; and must have at least a 2.7 cumulative GPA.

III. Meetings/Time Commitment

The committee will meet for one hour with the ECpE department chair at a time agreed upon by members at the start of the new membership year, during September, October, November, February, March, and April.

In addition to the six regular meetings held each year, special meetings may be called by the ECpE department chair to undertake specific assignments.  It is expected that the time commitment for SAC members will be one hour per week.

The Office of the Department Chair is responsible for arrangements and prepares the agendum for each meeting and communicates it to all members of the committee at least five days prior to each meeting.  At the end of each meeting, the committee makes suggestions for the agendum for the next meeting.
