
Principles of Lab Etiquette
· Keep the lab a quiet work environment for deep, productive thinking. When there are other people in the lab, for instance, please
· Take long technical discussions (e.g., > 5 minutes) to the department meeting rooms if you do not have to use your lab desktops;
Keep voices low for long technical discussions that need support from your lab desktops or when meeting rooms are not available;
· Keep voices low for short technical discussions;
· Take non-technical conversations (e.g., chat with friends) outside the lab, e.g., to the department lounge;
· Use earplug/headphone instead of external speakers when playing audio/video materials. The external sound of some headphones are still audible, and it is recommended that their volume be tuned down to be inaudible to others in the lab or you use a headphone that does not leak any external sound.
· Keep the lab clean. For instance, do not litter things (e.g., spare shoes, waste) around. 
· Keep the lab secure. For instance, close the door if you are the last person leaving the lab. 
· Lab resources are shared among all lab members; be a good colleague.
